[image: Wassily Kandinsky — Color Study. Squares with Concentric Circles, 1913][image: ]In Number the children will learn numbers through songs, rhymes and play. The children will begin to recognise numbers and apply their understanding of numbers when counting objects, actions and sounds.
The children will also learn about size, shape, pattern and positional language such as “in front”, “behind”, “underneath”, “on top” and “next to” through hands-on, play-based activities. 





In Writing The children will be using different tools to make marks and learning how to talk about their creations. The children will also begin to use some of their letter knowledge to write some or all of their name.

In Personal, Social and Emotional Development the children will be making friends and learning how to share toys and take turns with one another. The children will learn how to choose activities within the classroom and learn how to follow the class rules and routines.


In Reading the children will be listening to a variety of stories and talk about the characters, settings and events which take place. The children will begin to form opinions on which stories and characters they like and dislike and spend time talking about their favourite stories.
In Phonics we will be playing a variety of games which will support the development of the skills children will need to be successful in reading and writing. Phase 1 phonics will focus on environmental sounds, voice sounds, instrumental sounds, body percussion, rhyme, alliteration, oral blending and segmenting, preparing children’s eyes and ears for beginning Phase 2 Phonics in Reception.


Hook for learning…To introduce this topic to the children some members of staff from around the school will visit the Nursery to introduce themselves.

In Expressive Arts and Design the children will be learning about a piece of art by Wassily Kandinsky called “Colour Studies: Squares with Concentric Circles”.


The children will be developing their understanding of colour and colour mixing to create their own interpretation of this artwork. The children will explore their creativity and develop their imagination through singing, dancing, role play and using materials to make their own creations.




In Understanding the World the children will talk about themselves, their lives and find out about one another. The children will develop their understanding of the people and activities which makes them happy and safe when at Nursery.



In Physical Development the children will be developing their gross motor skills by moving in a variety of different ways, both indoors and outdoors. The children will also develop fine motor skills through play-based activities like threading, mark making, playdough, and puzzles, preparing their fingers for writing.


In Communication and Language the children will be learning to use words and short sentences to communicate with friends and teachers. The children will also be learning how to be a good listener by enjoying stories and listening to their friends and teachers. Speaking and listening skills will continue to develop through everyday play and conversations.
