	Why Leicester was famous: Leicester was famous for boot and shoe making and that it provided people with lots of jobs.

Identify what has changed since Abbey Park was built in 1932. How the park looks different by examining arial shots.
What key facts do you want them to know about Abbey Park?

Life was very different for children in 1900s – working in factories, transport, living conditions. 

Alice Hawkins was an important suffragette from Leicester and protested how women were treated.  
Meaning of a suffragette - women around in the 1900s who believed they should have the right to vote.

What are equal rights? 
 Why were they not equal in 1900s? Understanding peoples attitudes to women and girls. 
 Can you give the answers to these questions to the detail that you want the children to learn
	Ancient Greece was around 2,500 years ago. 
Definition of the word ‘empire’ 
group of countries or land owned and ruled over by the same person or group’.
Ancient Greeks were important because of the following things – Olympics, Alexander the great, the vote, fall under the Roman Empire. 
Significance of the Olympics - The first known Olympics were held in the summer of 776 B.C. at Olympia. 
Differences in ancient and modern Olympics: 
Ancient Olympics were religious events, where modern Olympics are not. 
Only amateurs were allowed to compete then, whereas professionals can now. 
In ancient Olympics, winners were treated as heroes. In modern Olympics, they win gold silver and bronze medals. 

The impact of the vote in Ancient Greece – concept of democracy and voting began in Athens in Ancient Greece. 
In Athens, all laws and court cases were decided by the Assembly, a massive democratic body in which every male citizen had a say.

Knowledge of ostracism and how this happened in Ancient Greece:
In Athens, if a public figure was disgraced or simply became too popular for the good of democracy, he could be exiled for 10 years. In an ostracism election, each member of the Assembly would be handed a small piece of pottery and told to scratch down the name of someone who deserved to be exiled. 
	Definition of an archaeologist and how this can help us be a historian. What is the definition of an archaeologist that you want them to know? 

Stone Age period estimated from 8-10,000 BC – 40000 BC. 
The Stone Age diet - what was locally available. Natural foods like seeds, berries, nuts and roots, plants were safe to eat.
Tools were usually made from stone – hammers, axes, olduwan tools, flints.
Knowledge of a range of weapons and tools used in the Stone Age/Bronze Age/Iron Age -  categorise which weapons are from which age. What knowledge?
Children to be able to place them in order from oldest to newest. 
Children to be able to identify similarities and differences between communication.  

Communication was through cave paintings. People within Stone and Iron Age could not read or write – communicated through pictures. This was oil, mud and use of sticks. 
· Identify similarities and differences to communication today – talking, sign language, writing, drawing, texting and calling.
