At Wolsey House Primary School, we are dedicated to fostering a lifelong love of learning through our rich and vibrant curriculum, which is ambitious for all children. Our curriculum is structured around a Spiral approach, with clearly identified progression strands in the three curriculum driver subjects of Science, History and Geography. Each unit begins with a Big Question (Little Questions support this in EYFS) to launch each new unit of learning and to spark children’s curiosity from the outset. The Big Question provides a clear focus that helps children understand the purpose of their learning and encourages them to think deeply about key ideas. It provides children with an opportunity to articulate their learning, voicing their knowledge and understanding as it develops and to apply the substantive knowledge and subject-specific vocabulary they have been taught.
Central to our curriculum is the development of language and vocabulary, where we implement subject-specific vocabulary and ‘sticky words’ to enhance learning, as well as embedding a culture of oracy throughout every subject that is taught. This carefully chosen vocabulary facilitates meaningful connections across various stages of our children’s education, readying them for their transition to secondary school.
Our cultural capital initiatives equip children with essential skills and knowledge for their futures, while the exploration of new experiences fosters resilience, aspiration and responsibility. Learning is furthermore enriched by trips, visits and targeted enrichment activities, which are integral to our holistic approach to supporting our children to become good people as well as good learners. 
We uphold key, core values that promote self-esteem, confidence and pride in achievement, providing a purpose and relevance to every learning experience, thus creating good people as well as good learners. A focus on Physical Development and the Arts allows pupils to engage in a variety of activities, from sports to artistic activities, culminating in a well-rounded education that addresses the needs of all children, including those with SEND.
Through collaboration and active involvement in their learning journey, we aim to cultivate inquisitive, passionate children who are well-prepared to face the challenges of an ever-evolving world.
