	Substantive knowledge 
(Know) 
	Show knowledge of the language and literacy to describe lines. 
Know that drawing tools can be used in a variety of ways to create different lines.
Know lines can represent movement in drawings.
Know a range of 2D shapes and confidently draw these.
Know that texture means ‘what something feels like’.
Know different marks can be used to represent the textures of objects.
Know different drawing tools make different marks


Knowledge of artists:
Know about the artist Bridget Riley. 
Know about the artist Zaria Forman with a focus on different lines used. 

	Know that the primary colours are red, yellow and blue.

Know primary colours can be mixed to make secondary colours:
– Red + yellow = orange
– Yellow + blue = green
– Blue + red = purple
Know a pattern is a design in which shapes, colours or lines are repeated.

Know that there are many different shades (or ‘hues’) of the same colour.

Know that changing the amount of the primary colours mixed affects the shade of the secondary colour produced.

Knowledge of artists:
Know about the artist Jasper Johns with a focus on how he has used different mixed colours.
Know about the artist Clarice Cliff and design a plate in the style of the artist.
	Making skills (formal elements):

Form: Know paper can change from 2D to 3D by folding, rolling and scrunching it. 
Form: Know that three dimensional art is called sculpture. 
Shape: Know a range of common shapes so they can identify and use them in their artwork. 
Shape: Know paper can be shaped by cutting and folding it. 
Space: Know they can arrange parts of a familiar subject so their artwork looks recognisable.

Making skills:

How to roll and fold paper. How to cut shapes from paper and card. How to cut and glue paper to make 3D structures. 
How to decide the best way to glue something. 
How to create a variety of shapes in paper, eg spiral, zig-zag. 
How to make larger structures using newspaper rolls.
 

Knowledge of artists:

Some artists are influenced by things happening around them. Artists living in different places at different times can be inspired by similar ideas or stories. Artists choose materials that suit what they want to make.

	Show control when using string and chalk to draw lines.
